The class has 10 studentsτnine male and one femaleτand they 
are from Brown, Clinton, Fayette and Highland counties.  A total of 23 instructors have been involved in 
this academy; the instructors have come from Adams, Brown, Clinton, Fayette, Franklin, Greene and 
Highland counties
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Human and Social Services and Lindsey Wilson Partnership

We seek to connect members of our department by such activities and to underscore the 
importance of tutoring to the larger academic community.  
 
The staff 
members are committed to finding ways to reach students who would benefit and to devise ways to 
provide follow-up activities that would determine the impact tutoring has on student success and 
retention rates.
