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Highland, Adams, Ross, Pike, Scioto, Lawreriagkson, Vinton, Gallia, Meigs, Hocking, and
Athens counties.

The southeast Ohio award went to the Beast Ohio RAPIDSnvestment Consortium.
The group identified three areas for worki®development investment — environmental
safety/security, advanced manufacturing, agalth and wellness —ithi regional business
support from numerous economic developmentingas. The funding will allow the consortium
and its partners to focus on developingdle# workers in the following occupations:
manufacturing engineering technologist, isttial engineeringechnician, industrial
manufacturing engineer, mechanidadfter, tool and die makemodel maker, pattern maker,
foundry mold and core maker, nurse, envirenial scientist, environmental engineer,
occupational health and safety werkand clinical lab technician.
